I know my absence has many of you 

quite concerned, and I appreciate your concern, but please donõt worryñI am doing much 

better.  In addition to this, I want to say a special thank you to Rev. Spencer Lawrence for 

his leadership of Chapel while I was gone.  And, last but not least, thanks to all of YOU for 

your patience, for your diligence, and for making sure the day-to-day operation of ministry 

continued at Chapel. 

Moving on, Iõm reminded of Charles Dickens, who wrote in A Tale of Two Cities: òIt 
was the best of times.  It was the worst of times.ó  These words particularly de-

scribed my life this last month, and without a doubt, this time has been one of the most diffi-

cult, and yet in some ways, the most rewarding times I have ever experienced.   

With that in mind, I have some ògood newsó, and I have some òbad news.ó  First, the 

ògood newsó:  After being released from the hospital, I have continued to receive excellent 

care for my depression and anxiety.  I have made a number of healthy changes to my life-

style, including but not limited to changes in diet, regular exercise, medication therapy, and 

ongoing counseling. Furthermore, I have set both short-term and long-term goals that will 

certainly benefit me, my family, and our church.  Second, the òbad newsó:  This is hard and 

extremely humbling to write, but after 26 years of marriage, I am saddened to say that my 

wife and I are divorcing.  While this is a very personal issue, I feel that you need to know.  

As difficult as it is, we are steadily working through this time of transition with as much 

grace as possible.   

You might be asking, òWhat can I do to support you?ó  First, I ask that you not treat 

me or any member of my family that you may encounter any differently.  Second, I respect-

fully ask that you honor me, my wife, and my children by respecting our privacy, and to not 

ask about any details, and furthermore, to not feed the òrumor mill.ó  Finally, and most im-

portantly, we ask that you please pray for us during this difficult time. Your prayers are going 

to help us more than anything! 

In closing, I actually have a bit more ògood newsó and that is, I will be back in the 

church office on Monday, February 29th at 9 a.m. and back in the pulpit on Sunday, March 

6th.  I look forward to seeing you, serving with you, and continuing our journey of faith to-

gether.  Despite lifeõs difficulties through all of the seasons of our lives, I see great things in 

store for Chapel by the Sea, and I want you all to know that I am fully committed to you and 

love you dearly!
