What is Your Gift?

We need to consider if we are using the gifts God has given us in a way that pleases and hon
ors him. This is a hard question to ask if you don't know what God has gifted you to do. If you are
uncertain about what the Lord has called you to do, | would recommend the following. First, ask him
to show you! In James 1.5 we're told that if we lack wisdom, we should ask God, and it will be given
to us.

If you are using your gifts, the next thing to look at is your motive. Are you using your gifts in
a way that pleases and honors the Lord? It's possible to use our gifts, but to do so in a sloppy, unca
ing manner. Or, it is possible to use them well, but to do so out of pride. The gifts God has entrust-
ed us with should be used with excellence, and with pure motives, so that God is the one glorified.
That, my friends. is good stewardship!
